2,500-page chargesheet

Haryana Police's Special In- 
vestigation Team (SIT) has 
filed a nearly 2,500-page 
chargesheet in a Hisar court 
against YouTuber Jyoti Mal- 
hotra, who has been arrested 
on charges of espionage for 
Pakistan. 

The chargesheet claimed 
that "solid evidence” had been 
gathered establishing her in- 
volvement in espionage activ- 
ities. 

She was arrested on suspi- 
cion of espionage on May 16 
and was subsequently re- 
manded to custody. 

According to the charge- 
sheet, Malhotra had been al- 
legedly passing  sensitive 
information to  Pakistani 
agents for a considerable 
period and maintained regu- 
lar contact with them. 

Investigators said she in- 
itially started by creating 
blogs and content like a regu- 
lar YouTuber, but during a 
visit to Pakistan, she allegedly 
came into contact with intelli- 

gence handlers. 
Police said digital forensic 

examination of her mobile 
phone revealed extensive con- 
versations with Ehsan-ur- 
Rahim Danish Ali, an officer 
at the Pakistani High Com- 
mission in India. 

The chargesheet also 
named her links with IST op- 

eratives -- Shakir, Hasan Ali 
and Nasir Dhillon. Respond- 
ing to the chargesheet, her 
counsel Kumar Mukesh said 
they would respond legally 
after reviewing it. The next 
hearing is on August I8. 

According to the first in- 
formation report (FIR), Mal- 
hotrahad visited the Pakistan 
High Commission in Delhi in 
2023, where she came into 
contact with Ehsan-ur-Rahim, 
alias Danish, a staffer. 

She has been accused of 
sharing sensitive information 

filed against Malhotra 
regarding Indian locations 
andwasused to project Pakis- 
tan on social media in a posi- 
tive light. 

Danish, who has since been 
dedlared persona non grata by 
the Indian government and 
expelled on May 13, intro- 
duced her to multiple intelli- 
gence operatives based in 
Pakistan. 

Investigators say she also 
entered into an intimate rela- 
tionship with an intelligence 
operative and travelled to Bali 
in Indonesia with him. 

Malhotra, who was run- 
ning a YouTube channel 
named 'Travel with Jo', has 
been booked under Sections 
3and 5 of the Official Secrets 
Act and Section 152 of the 
Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita 
(BNS) on the statement of 
Sub-Inspector Bijender Singh 
in the Civil Lines Police Sta- 
tion in Hisar. 

Serious mistake in SCERT 
Subhas Bose

A serious error has been 
spotted in the teacher’s hand- 
book issued by the State Coun- 
cil of Educational Research 
and Training (SCERT) in Ke- 
rala for teaching Class 4 stu- 
dents in the state syllabus. 

The handbook, meant to 
guide teachers, incorrectly 
stated that freedom fighter 
Subhas Chandra Bose left 
India “fearing the British.” 

The error was discovered 
by teachers themselves, who 
promptly reported the matter 
to SCERT. The controversial 
reference appeared in a brief 
note about Bose. 

The handbook first men- 
tioned that he served as Con- 
gress president and later 

But it then wrongly added 
that Bose “fled to Germany, 
fearing the British” before 
going on to form the Indian 
National Army (INA) to fight 
against colonial rule. 

Teachers flagged the mis- 
take as soon as they received 
the handbook. 

Following the feedback, 
SCERT recalled and corrected 
the content, issuing a revised 
version of the book. 

The erroneous phrase 
“fearing the British” was re- 
moved. SCERT officials have 
confirmed that an internal in- 
quiry has been launched to as- 
certain how such a mistake 
slipped through the review 
process inan official academic 
handbook. The handbooksare 
meant to provide teachers 
with correct background in- 
formation and instructions for 
classroom teaching,

UP: 100 BJP MLAs 
may be dropped 
Blswajeet Banerjee

The Bharatiya Janata Party 
(BJP) in Uttar Pradesh has 
launched an extensive inter- 
nal survey of its sitting 
MLAs, a move signaling a po- 
tential large-scale ticket 
overhaul for the 2027 assem- 
bly elections. 

Party insiders suggest that 
up to 100 legislators may be 
denied tickets, with many 
constituencies seeing en- 
tirely new candidates. 

The exercise is a direct re- 
sponse to the party’s per- 
formance in the recent Lok 
Sabha elections, where its 
seat count in the state 
dropped from 62 to 33. 
Beyond electoral lessons, the 
survey aims to address grow- 
ing public discontent against 
MLAs who are perceived as 
inactive, rude, or even cor- 
rupt. 

Allegations of illegal min- 
ing and contract irregular- 
ities have reached the 
highest levels of the party. 
The evaluation process cat- 
egorises MLAs into three 
groups: ‘A" for popular and 

effective leaders, 'B' for aver- 
age performers, and 'C' for 
those with weak public 
standing. Key metrics in- 
clude public perception, 
grassroots connect, and the 
utilization of development 
funds. 

A senior party functionary 
stated that “winnability, per- 
formance, and public con- 
nect” will be the only 
yardsticks for ticket distribu- 
tion. 

Political analysts believe 
this strategy echoes the BJPs 
approach in 2022, where sev- 
eral sitting MLAs were 
dropped to counter anti-in- 
cumbency. 

The clear message—that 
no ticket is guaranteed—is 
intended to keep legislators 
on their toes and refresh the 
party’s image. For many, 
however, the survey has trig- 
gered anxiety, with one MLA 
privately admitting  that 
ground  perception now 
matters more than individ- 
ual effort.

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Explosives blast boulders

CM Omar Abdullah visits Chisoti village in J&K’s 
Kishtwar on Saturday —PTi

Explosives were used to blast 
giant boulders hampering the 
ongoing rescue and relief op- 
erations in the disaster-hit 
Chisoti village in J&K's Kish- 
twar on the third day on Satur- 
day, officials said. 
Army hasalso deployed ad- 

ditional troops to intensify the 
efforts, they said. 

A total of 60 people, includ- 
ing 3 CISF men and a Special 
Police Officer, have died and 
82 people were reported miss- 
ing in the cloudburst and the 
resultant flash floods that 
struck the remote village in 
Padder sub-division on Thurs- 
day afternoon. Around 167 
people have been rescued so 
far, some critically injured. 

Omar Abdullah visited Chi- 
soti village and announced an 
ex gratia from the CMs relief 
fund to the affected families as 
a “measure of solidarity and 
immediate relief”. He assured 
them of long-term support. 

Union Minister Jitendra 
Singh, accompanied by J&K 
DGP Nalin Prabhat, also 

to expedite rescue efforts

visited the devastated village 
late on Friday night and re- 
viewed the rescue and relief 
efforts jointly carried out by 
the Police, Army, NDRF, SDRF, 
BRO, civil administration, and 
local volunteers. 

So far, 50 bodies have been 
identified and handed over to 
their next of kin. 

Racing against time since 
the chances of digging out the 
survivors alive fade with every 
passing hour, the rescuers ex- 
pedited the operation in the 
evening by using explosive 
substances to blast the over- 
sized boulders that could not 
be shifted with earth-movers 
or other equipment. 

Chief Secretary Atal Dulloo, 
General Officer Commanding 
of Army’s Delta Force Major 
General APS Bal, and CISF 
DIG MK Yadav visited the vil- 
lage, while Jammu Divisional 
Commissioner Ramesh
